Part IV will be a constructed-response essay in which you will look at a speech and a number of different primary sources to answer a question on a central topic from the time period we have covered during this semester. (worth 20 pts) This will be a primary document that you have already worked on, along with other materials that support it.

SURVEY OUTLINE: Presidents from the present backwards and important facts for each:

Richard M. Nixon (#37), 1969–1974 (resigned) Republican

· Former California congressman, V.P. under Eisenhower, loses 1960 presidential campaign to JFK

· wins presidency in 1968 with “Southern Strategy” (getting conservative and racist Southern Democrats to switch to the Republican Party) and the disintegration of the Democratic Party after its convention in 1968 (Nixon beats Hubert Humphrey)

· “Imperial Presidency”: kept enemies list, engaged in questionable surveillance of American citizens

· pursued policy of “Vietnamization” of the Vietnam war, but also ordered massive bombing campaigns and invasion of Cambodia in 1970 that destabilizes Cambodia

· Secretary of State and National Security Advisor (and all-around diplomat) Henry Kissinger crafts massive bombings of North Vietnam and Cambodia, but then negotiates Paris Peace Treaty (1973) to end U.S. involvement in Vietnam

· Actually fairly progressive in some social legislation, especially with regard to the environment (creates the EPA) and urban renewal
· helps to slow the Cold War through a policy of détente (state visit to Communist China, then the USSR)

· Resigns on August 9, 1974 following revelations of an attempt to fix the 1972 elections (overall known as the “Watergate Scandal”). Resignation is made to avoid being impeached and convicted. Famous “I am not a crook” speech.

Lyndon Baines Johnson (#36), 1963–1969 Democrat

· Former Texas congressman, “master of the Senate”

· became President when Kennedy was shot

· escalated Vietnam war, potentially fabricated the Gulf of Tonkin incident
· wins 1964 election by beating Barry Goldwater (a strong conservative from Arizona)

· enacts “Great Society” measures to combat discrimination and poverty (Medicare—“health care social security”—is part of this)

· pushes Civil Rights Act (1964) and Voting Rights Act (1965) through Congress; these are considered the culmination of the Civil Rights Movement

· very unpopular by 1968 because of Vietnam war, declines to run for re-election in 1968

John F. Kennedy (#35), 1961–1963 (assassinated) Democrat

· former congressman from Massachusetts
· First Catholic president
· In his acceptance speech for the nomination (1960) he sets out the New Frontier Program, which will be a New Deal-like effort to expand the American economy, standards of living, and social welfare

· Bay of Pigs Fiasco (April 1961)

· Cuban Missile Crisis (October 1962)

· Assassinated by Lee Harvey Oswald (November 1963); Warren Commission investigates many conspiracy theories around the assassination and concludes that there was a lone gunman
· wife, Jackie Kennedy, conducts first television tour of the White House

· his presidency is referred to as “Camelot”

Dwight D. Eisenhower (#34), 1953–1961, Republican

· WWII general and hero, led operation Overlord (invasion of Normandy)

· Both parties want him to run in 1952; he chooses the Republicans, but is a moderate (“I like Ike” campaign”

· Always hated Sen. Joseph McCarthy, but kept quite at first, because of McCarthy’s ability to secure votes for the party

· Oversaw the end of the Korean War and the rise of the Cold War

· Responded to Brown v Board of Education (1954), which made segregation in schools illegal, with Federal support for desegregation

· Used the National Guard to enforce school integration in Little Rock, Arkansas (1957)

· Responded to the launch of Sputnik (Oct. 1957) with the creation of NASA (1958)

· Planned Bay of Pigs invasion (1961), but left it to the next president to carry out

· Warned against the rising power of the American Military Industrial Complex (MIC) in his farewell speech (1961)

Harry S. Truman (#33), 1945–1953

Franklin D. Roosevelt (#32), 1933–1945 (died in office)
